security staff 750,000 euros a year. According to media reports, the costs
are still rising, although the Senate wants to make savings everywhere else.

We think building a fence is populist nonsense, because almost
10 times more crimes take place around the Gérli than in the
park itself! A fence will not help against drug dealing, violence
or homelessness. And despite numerous police measures, the
burden on local residents continues to increase. A fence
around the Gérli and night-time closure are not a solution!
